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When the Second Vatican Council spoke about the 
celebration of the Eucharist, it said: “Christ indeed 
always associates the Church with Himself in this great 
work wherein God is perfectly glorified and men are 
sanctified.” This course will examine and explore the rich 
liturgical traditions of the Church, beginning from our 
Jewish roots through centuries of apostolic and patristic 
tradition, to reach a deeper understanding of Christ 
present in His Church.

Father David Anderson is a priest of the Ukrainian Catholic 
Eparchy of Chicago and has served as a parish priest for 37 
years. He is also a published translator of patristic texts and 
Byzantine liturgical texts. For over 40 years, he has presented 
many classes on liturgy and the Church Fathers throughout 
the country, but especially in northern California. He is 
presently the Byzantine-rite chaplain at Wyoming Catholic 
College.
